Small grants of up to £500 are open to 
local community and voluntary groups 
for new projects to try something 
different or for one-off pieces of 
expenditure fro projects, equipment 
and other items.

£500 is required and this can be cash, 
sponsorship or in-kind.  
 
Green grants of £500 are open to local 
groups or organisations, including 
parish councils, for environmental 
projects. Match funding of £500  is 
required and this needs to be cash as 
opposed to in-kind funding.

The CAF Resilience Fund exists to help 
charitable organisations in England 
that support the people hardest hit by 
Covid-19. 

This fund will initially distribute £20 
million made up of grants ranging 
from £10,000 to £100,000 to deliver 
rapid relief from the impact of Covid-
19. Applications close midday (GMT) 
on 10 November 2020. 
 
Both registered and unregistered 
charitable organisations, including 
community interest companies and 
social enterprises, can apply for the 
CAF Resilience Fund as long as they fit 
the qualifying criteria.
